Our school uniform is very important to us. It helps us to feel part of our
School community and be ready to learn. We thought it would be helpful
to remind parents of our uniform policy and expectations.

The school colours are red, black and white. All pupils are required to wear school
uniform. School jumpers and cardigans carry the school logo and can be purchased
from the school office.

Winter Uniform Summer Uniform

: Red V-necked jumper or : Winter uniform can be worn
cardigan with school logo : Red V-necked jumper or
White collared plain polo top or cardigan with school logo
white shirt . White collared plain polo top or
Black skirt, tunic or trousers white shirt
Black or white socks : Black shorts
Black or red tights : Red and white gingham -checked
Black school shoes dress or skirt
Black fleece with school logo : Black or white socks
(optional) : Black school shoes

All items of uniform and PE clothing should be clearly and individually named.

Footwear

Children are expected to wear sensible footwear. All children should wear black shoes
which are flat, to enable them to run and play safely. Trainers are not allowed apart
from during outdoor PE sessions.

Coats

The colour of the coat is parental choice, but during the winter months it should be
warm and waterproof. Black fleeces with the school logo may be worn during colder
weather.

Jewellery

No jewellery should be worn to school, except religious jewellery and stud earrings-
no hoop earrings please. Stud earrings will need to be removed for PE lessons. If studs
cannot be taken out, in the first six weeks after piercing, they should be taped using
Micropore tape. Tape will need to be provided by parents and kept in your child’s PE
bag. Staff are not permitted to remove or replace earrings.

From year three children may wear an analog watch to school.

Medical bracelets

Children are permitted to wear Medic-Alert bracelets.

General Appearance

Children are expected to come to school clean and tidy. No make-up or nail varnish
should be worn.

Hair

Any child with hair below collar length, must have their hair tied back for school. This
reduces the risk of headlice and enables children to carry out practical tasks without
hair getting in their faces. Children should not wear excessively large hair accessories.
Small hairbands, clips and bows should be in the school colours of red, white, or black.
